@ Note!

Record the rebound adjuster setting and the pressure in the positive air chamber
before service. We recommend using a bike stand to clamp the steering tube when
working on the fork.

1. Thoroughly clean the outside of the fork from dirt or grit. 5
2. Measure and record LSC, HSC and Rebound clicks. \ 6

3. Applies for RXF34 only: Use a 14 mm wrench to hold back the
rebound adjuster knob steady. With a 2 mm hex wrench remove the
screw and the knob.

4. Remove the nut on both sides by using a socket wrench with a
14 mm deep hex socket. — -

5. Slide the lower legs of the stanchions. -
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6. Use tweezers to cautiously remove the foam rings in the lower
legs.

7. Carefully clean the foam rings using disc brake cleaner and a
paper cloth or rag to remove old suspension fluid and dirt. Inspect
for damages and replace if necessary.

8. Soak the foam rings in fresh fork lubrication fluid.
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9. Hold the lower legs upside down and clean the wiper seals and
the upper bushings with a soft rag.

10. Use a rag wrapped around a long rod or similar to clean the

insides of the lower legs.

@ Note!
Be careful not to scratch the bushings.

11. Use tweezers to carefully re-insert the soaked foam rings into
the lower legs. Check that they are mounted corrrectly and not
twisted.
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12. Hold the lower legs upside down and use a soft rag inside the

wiper seals to wipe of any oil residues from previous step.

13. Apply a thin layer of function grease to the inner surfaces of the
wiper seals.

14. Clean the stanchion tubes with a paper cloth or soft rag.

15. Reinstall the stanchion tubes into the lower legs.

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16. Use fluids in spring and damper fork leg according to
table below. It is important to not to overfill as it will affect fork

performance.

See appendix A and B to detemine the part no. of the fork.

17. Reinstall the nuts. Use a torque wrench with a 14 mm hex
socket and tighten to 10 Nm.

18. Applies for RXF34 only: Install the rebound adjuster knob and
screw. Use a 14 mm wrench to hold the knob steady. With a 2 mm
hex wrench tighten the screw and knob.

19. Adjust the rebound setting according to values recorded at step
2.

20. Adjust the LSC and HSC setting according to values recorded at
step 3.

21. Install the fork on the bike according to instructions in the
Owner’s manual.

22. Go out and enjoy your ride!
